If the side flue installation is being used particular attention should
be given to the Installation & Servicing Instructions and the wall
mounting template to ensure the flue hole is correctly located.

INTRODUCTION

The Stand-off Kit is a separately supplied pack to facilitate downward routing of the system flow and
return pipework between the back of the boilers and the wall.

2 PREPARATION

Prepare the boiler for installation,
according to the Installation & Servicing
Instructions.

3 INSTALLATION

IMPORTANT.

When piping within the stand-off channel use 22mm copper
pipe and not 28mm.

1. Use the wall mounting template to determine the correct
positioning of the boiler and stand-off frame.

2. Drill three holes for fastening the stand-off frame and
drill the core hole for the flue as instructed on the
template.  Note - the cored hole will not line up directly
with the flue hole in the stand-off frame.

3. Insert wall plugs provided and insert screws to a
suitable depth, leaving adequate room to slot the frame
over the head of the screw

4. Push the terminal assembly through the prepared hole
in the wall until the rubber seal clears the outside wall.
Rest the flue in the hole in the wall.

5. Offer the stand-off frame to the wall, slotting the hole over the
flue (resting in the wall) and position the keyhole slots over
the screws in the wall and tighten.

6. Secure the boiler wall mounting plate to the stand-off frame
using the M6 screws provided.

7. Pull the flue assembly back through the wall mounting plate
sealing the outside wall with the rubber wall seal and
ensure the 3 locating tabs are pulled through the wall
mounting plate slots.

8. Turn the plastic connector clockwise to lock the connector
into the wall plate and secure with M6 screw provided .

9. Fabricate copper pipework to boiler service connections as
follows.  Pipework can be routed down.  Care must be taken
not to overheat any connecting ball valves or sealing
washers.

Boiler CH Flow & Return Connections - Connect installer-fabricated pipes directly to 22mm copper pipes on the top of the
boiler.

Gas Connection - Connect installer-fabricated pipework directly to 15mm compression fitting incorporated on the gas
connection isolation valve.

1. Go to Flue Outlet section in the Installation and Servicing manual.

2. Complete the installation and commissioning of the boiler, according to the
Installation & Servicing manual.
